Installation

[he AX-TE-OT- sensor should be installed by a suitably qualified technician in conjuction with any guidelines for the
equipment which it is to be connected to. Field wiring should be installed to satisfy the requirements set out by the
manufacturer of the equipment that the sensor is being connected to. As a general rule, screened cable should be used
to connect the sensor to a BMS or other controller. Please note that none of the AX-TE-OT- sensors are suitable for use

with mains voltage.

[he AX-TE-OT-E is designed to be fixed directly to an external wall using the lugs at the side of the housing. The type
of fixing used will depend on the material that the sensor is being mounted on.

IMPORTANT NOTE: The AX-TE-OT-E MUST be installed out of direct sunlight. Installation on a north facing wall will

give provide the best results.

Connection

Passive Sensors:

Passive sensors are polarity independant. Wires should be stripped and screwed into the two way termnal block in the
main body of the sensor housing. Do not over-tighten the terminal screws as excessive force can cause damage to the
terminal block and housing.

[T screened cable is used, the shortest possible section of outer sheath should be removed to effect wiring. As there is
no earth connection in the sensor, the screen must be connected Lo a functional earth elsewhere (often provided at the
BMS or HVAC controller) in accordance with the instructions for the equipment that the AX-TE-(Y1= is to be connected

Trend Sensor Scaling

['he following sensor scaling is for the AX-TE-OT-10K3A1 passive sensor. [Tusing SET to configure the controller, the
AX-TE-OT-10K3 A1 has the same characteristics as a Trend Thermistor.

Prior to commissioning, ensure that the universal input jumper is set to T to accept a thermistor input.

If the sensor is being scaled manually the following information should be used for [Q2xx controllers with firmwire v2.1
and above and 103 series controllers. For scaling on older controllers, please refer to the engineering data in the Axio

catalogue.
